Psychological consequences of gaming computer addiction

Abstract. Due to the abundance of development of new technologies, such as com-
puters, the Internet or smartphones, which have contributed to improving the life of an
ordinary person, becoming an indispensable part. They are not only a tool of work, but
also one of the types of entertainment. The aim of this study was to determine individual
psychological features of personality as predisposing factors of computer activity with the
designation of recommendations in preventive work. The study was conducted on the basis
of computer clubs in Novosibirsk; 30 people took part (20 boys and 10 girls). To identify
the parameters necessary for the study, the Chen Internet dependence scale, the Freiburg
personality questionnaire, the test of meaningful orientations (SJO) and the gaming motiva-
tion scale (GAMS) were used. Analysis of the results showed that among the most popular
manifestations are problems with time management (64 %), as well as intrapersonal and
health-related problems (57 %). In addition, high tolerance to this addiction is observed
in 54 % of cases, which indicates a wide prevalence of the problem. Games require quick
decision making, high concentration and reaction, which can cause players to become more
irritable and emotionally labile. Lack of control over time and lack of interest in other
areas of life can lead to a deterioration in the mental state and an increase in the level of
neuroticism. The findings suggest the dominance of a variety of external motivation, where
the player prefers to isolate himself from the world under the pressure of guilt or anxiety.
When analyzing meaningful orientations, the most interesting feature is the dominance of
low indicators, which reflects the low awareness of respondents. Psychocorrection, using
various exercises, helps gamers develop and strengthen communication skills, and better
control their emotions. They become more tolerant and also accept new perspectives more
easily. Evidence suggests that improving overall psychological resilience and well-being
may improve the immune system and overall physical endurance.

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Abstract. The article addresses a methodological gap in research on the relationship
between the meaning of life and subjective well-being, specifically the reductionist focus
on quantitative indicators of the presence of meaning. The aim of the paper is to provide
a theoretical and methodological justification and pilot empirical verification of a structur-
al-functional model of the optimal meaning of life as a systemic determinant of life satis-
faction. Based on an integrative analysis of Russian (V. E. Chudnovsky, K. V. Karpinsky,
D. A. Leontiev) and Western (V. Frankl, Self-Determination Theory, the Goal Concord-
ance Model) approaches, we substantiate a concept positing that the impact of meaning on
well-being is mediated by its qualitative characteristics. Four structural components of op-
timality are identified: realism (alignment of goals with objective conditions), congruence
(consistency with authentic values), integrativity (coherence of one’s life narrative), and
temporal balance (connection between past, present, and future). A pilot study (N =127, age
18-55) employing the Life Purpose Test (SJO), the authors’ original Meaning Optimality
Questionnaire (OSM), the Satisfaction with Life Scale (SWLS), and Ryff’s Psychological
Well-Being Scale provided preliminary confirmation of the hypothesis. Correlation analy-
sis revealed that the integral optimality index correlates more strongly with life satisfaction
(r = 10,67 vs r = 0,52 for the general SJO index, p<0,01) and psychological well-being
(r=0,71 vs r = 0,58, p<0,01). Regression analysis showed that the “Congruence” and
“Realism” scales explain 52 % of the variance in life satisfaction, while the contribution
of the general meaningfulness score becomes insignificant when qualitative parameters are
considered. Cluster analysis confirmed that respondents with a “harmonious optimal mean-
ing” exhibit significantly higher well-being indicators. It is concluded that the operation-
alization of meaning optimality offers prospects for developing more accurate diagnostic
tools and targets for psychological intervention, shifting the focus from treating existential
vacuum to optimizing the qualitative parameters of the meaning sphere.

Personality predictors of deviant behavior in late adolescence

Abstract. The paper addresses the problem of the emergence of a propensity for deviant
behavior in older adolescents, which is due to a lack of research dedicated to identifying
predictors that influence its formation. Currently, there is a shift in emphasis from biolog-
ical, sociological, and psychological approaches to critical, radical, and postmodern con-
cepts of factors shaping the propensity for deviant behavior. This prevents the full creation
of a psychological profile of an older adolescent prone to deviant behavior. The aim of
the study is to identify a complex of personality traits in older adolescents that can act as
predictors of a propensity for deviant behavior and serve as a basis for constructing a psy-
chological profile of a deviant personality.

Methods and Techniques. The study involved 108 respondents — college students of
older adolescent age (24 females and 84 males). To identify the propensity for deviant
behavior, the E. V. Leus, A. G. Solovyov “Propensity for Deviant Behavior” methodolo-
gy was used. For the study of personality traits, R. Cattell’s “Sixteen Personality Factor
Questionnaire” (16PF) Form C, adapted by A. N. Kapustina, was employed. To investigate
psychological defense mechanisms, the E. R. Pilyugina and R. F. Suleymanov “Methodol-
ogy for Measuring Psychological Defense” was used. Regression analysis was applied for
statistical processing.

It was found that predictors of a propensity for addictive behavior include psycholog-
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ical defense mechanisms such as “humor”, “regression”, “compensation”, “projection”,

“rationalization”, “anticipation”, and “hypochondria”; as well as personality traits: “relax-

edness”, “radicalism”, “dominance”, “suspiciousness” and “low behavioral normativity”.
Determinants of a propensity for aggressive behavior are psychological defense mecha-
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nisms: “dissociation”, “humor”, “repression”, “isolation”, “altruism”, “denial”, “sublima-

tion”, “projection”, “omnipotent control” and “anticipation”; as well as personality traits:
“sociability”, “emotional instability”, “artificiality” and “conformity”. Determinants of a
propensity for suicidal behavior were psychological defense mechanisms: “regression”,

“anticipation”, “compensation”, “hypochondria”, “projection” and “omnipotent control”;

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Digital childhood as a factor in the victimization
of the developing child’s personality

Abstract. The transition from a playful childhood to a digital one has transformed the
social context of child development. Modern children operate in a hybrid reality in which
digital and analog existence are intricately intertwined, generating new opportunities for
development on the one hand, and new risks and threats to the child’s social quality on the
other. The purpose of this article is to present the phenomenon of digital childhood as a risk
factor for digital victimization of a child’s developing personality and to reveal the destruc-
tive consequences of early digitalization in terms of its impact on the child’s socio-psycho-
logical quality. The global socio-psychological risk of transforming the essence of child-
hood lies in the dysfunctional nature of traditional socialization. The author demonstrates
how the mechanics of such a socialization mechanism as imitation are changing in virtual
space. Digitalization has inevitably affected the dynamics of social interactions: on the one
hand, we have acquired new communication channels, and on the other, traditional commu-
nication is beginning to be replaced by virtual pastimes. Disembodiment, asynchrony, one-
to-many communication, and the ease of joining and leaving virtual groups lead to a deficit
in the social skills of developing children. Immersion in digital space, to the detriment of
real social interaction, and the rejection of free play create destructive foundations for the
development of socio-psychological vulnerability and the functional inability to solve real
social problems. Digital space creates new risks of victimization for developing children,
specifically, it actualizes digital victimization. Thus, the hybrid social existence of the mod-
ern individual, on the one hand, generates new opportunities (expanding communication
channels, providing quick access to information), and on the other, leads to the emergence
of a new type of victimization — digital. In this work, the author describes the destructive
socio-psychological consequences of a digital childhood and examines the socio-cultural
and psychological determinants of the actualization of digital victimization in children.

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The influence of the meaningfulness of life on the parameters
of self-actualization of high school students studying
in psychological and pedagogical classes

Abstract. The article raises the problem of the meaningfulness of life, its features in ad-
olescence and the impact on the parameters of self-actualization. In the theoretical part of
the article, approaches to understanding the meaningfulness of life and self-actualization
are analyzed, as well as an analysis of studies on the relationship between self-actualiza-
tion and the meaningfulness of life (meaning-of-life orientations) that have already been
conducted to date. The problem of studying the influence of the meaningfulness of life on
the parameters of self-actualization of the personality of high school students is actualized.
The importance of issues related to the meaningfulness of life and the fullest realization
of oneself among students of psychological and pedagogical classes is discussed. The
purpose of the empirical study is to identify and evaluate the impact of the meaningful-
ness of life on the parameters of self-actualization of high school students studying in
psychological and pedagogical classes. The following techniques were used to achieve
the goal: 1) “Test of life sense orientations” by D. A. Leontiev (modified by E. N. Osin,
N. V. Kosheleva); 2) “Self-actualization test” (Yu. E. Alyoshina, L. Ya. Gozman,
M. V. Zagika and M. V. Kroz). For mathematical and statistical analysis, linear
regression analysis, one-factor analysis of variance (Kruskal-Wallis) with a pairwise
Dwass-Steele-Critchlow-Fliegner comparison (DSCF) were used. The study involved
153 high school students enrolled in psychology and teaching classes in Barnaul. The article
presents the results of a study of the meaningfulness of life, the parameters of self-actualiza-
tion by analyzing differences in groups with different levels of meaningfulness of life and
the subsequent assessment of the impact of meaningfulness of life on the formation of the
desire for self-actualization in high school students. It was revealed that most of the param-
eters of self-actualization depend on the level of meaningfulness of life, with the exception
of flexibility of behavior, sensitivity to oneself and acceptance of aggression. It is concluded
that understanding one’s goals and the ability to manage one’s life determines one’s orien-
tation in time, the ability to make independent decisions, self-respect and self-acceptance,
spontaneity of behavior, trust in others, the ability to build close relationships, the desire for
knowledge and the creative orientation of a personality. The results obtained confirm the
hypothesis. In addition, they reinforce the importance of working with the meaningfulness
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of life among high school students in psychological and pedagogical classes, which is the
driving force behind the desire for self-actualization necessary for future teachers.

Characteristics of social adaptation of first-year college students

Abstract. This article analyzes the problem of student adaptation to study in secondary
vocational educational institutions and examines the factors influencing its success. It ex-
plores the essence and characteristics of such concepts as adaptation and socio-psycholog-
ical adaptation. The particular importance of successful socio-psychological adaptation for
modern college students is substantiated. The article analyzes the educational environment
(information overload, intense pace, increasing academic workload, high intellectual and
interpersonal competition within the team) and the individual psychological characteristics
of first-year students in secondary vocational institutions (type of nervous system, level of
internality, thinking and emotional characteristics, development of the student’s value-se-
mantic sphere, structure of the educational-motivational sphere, etc.).

The purpose of this study was to examine the social adaptation characteristics of college
students and to identify the specific features of first-year students’ socio-psychological ad-
aptation, including its key integral indicators: internality, acceptance of others, self-accept-
ance, emotional comfort, and the desire for dominance. The subjects’ academic motivation
was also examined, including their levels of professional, academic-motivational, social,
communicative, avoidance, prestige, and creative self-realization. The study also examined
individual personality traits such as self-esteem and anxiety, both personal and reactive.

The study’s results showed that most first-year students successfully adapted to the col-
lege’s educational process, integrated into the new system of social relationships, found
their place within it, actively assimilated the norms, values, and rules of conduct within
this educational institution, and mastered their new social roles. However, almost a quarter
of the students demonstrated low levels of social adaptation. Subjects in this group are
characterized by an external locus of control. They tend to attribute responsibility for their
performance to external factors, have low levels of self-acceptance and others. They are not
prone to dominance, do not seek leadership or guidance in problem-solving, and exhibit
negative emotional states: anxiety, worry, and unease.

A study of the motivational structure of first-year students revealed the dominance of
professional and academic motivational motives in the structure of students’ academic ac-
tivity. In the anxiety study, almost a fifth of the subjects demonstrated high levels of person-
al anxiety, demonstrating a persistent tendency toward anxiety as a personality trait. More
than half of the college first-year students demonstrated high levels of self-esteem, which
was a positive indicator and indicated optimism and belief in their abilities. However, some
students demonstrated low levels of self-esteem. A study of the determinants of social ad-
aptation of first-year students revealed links between adaptability and motives, personal and
reactive anxiety, and self-esteem.
