The role of religious worldview and its influence on understandin
in the family as a small group

Abstract. The aim of the article is to study religious worldview as the basis of mutual
understanding in the family by means of survey methods (questionnaires). The theoretical
part considers the problem of the crisis of the modern family, which is manifested in the
change of value bases of family relations, the emergence of extramarital cohabitation, the
increase in the number of divorces, the change in the attitude to children and their birth
(replacement of natural parenthood by consciously planned strategies), the decrease in the
number of children in the family, etc. It is shown that the problems of family relations are
beginning to appear in Christian families as well. It is shown that problems of family rela-
tions are beginning to appear in Christian families as well. The methodological basis for the
organization of the research — is the analysis and comparison of philosophical, theological,
psychological position in relation to the family and family relationships, the role of world-
view in understanding between its members. The concepts of worldview and understanding
in the family are considered, the idea of the role of common worldview for understanding
in family relationships and the duration of marriage is substantiated.

The research was carried out on a sample of parishioners' families (40 people), with
whom individual interviews were carried out using a questionnaire that included both direct
questions and incomplete sentences (questionnaire of attitudes toward marriage, family,
and relationships in the family; questionnaire on the role of worldview commonality in
the family). The second questionnaire survey involved both religious and non-religious
families, the main task was to identify the strength and duration of marriage. It is shown,
based on the analysis of parishioners' answers, the importance of common worldview for
the well-being of family relations and mutual understanding in the family. The analysis
of the second questionnaire shows that long marriage (15 and more years) is observed in
families with Orthodox worldview of both spouses, the least number of families with long
marriage in situations where both spouses are unbelievers. It is also shown that the duration
of marriage is particularly influenced by a woman's religious (Orthodox) worldview. The
Christian family is understood as a small church with special values and worldview. Under-
standing (unity) in the family and its strength is achieved through spiritual perfection of a
single Christian worldview.

Human worldview in the information society
at the stage of its digitalization

Abstract. The aim of the article is to consider various aspects of the influence of new
circumstances of modern people's life the emergence of the digital world on people's ideas
about the world, themselves and their place in it. The problematic tendencies of the modern
world (deindividuation, loss of traditional ties between people, decrease of solidarism, etc.)
are highlighted. Possible consequences of the negative impact of human interaction with
the digital, virtual world on the personality are shown, such as: substitution of social and
physical reality by its simulation, which changes the ideas about the possible and permis-
sible both in the physical and social world; psychological insecurity of the personality and
its susceptibility to manipulation, cyberbullying; over entrusting technologies with respon-
sibility for their own body, self-regulation, acquisition of knowledge, interaction with the
world, etc.). The issues of human security in the digital world are considered.

Modern ideas about worldview, its content, interrelation with activity are discussed.
The main forms of connection between man and the world at the level of his sensations,
perception, perceptions, attitudes and actions are presented. The connection of worldview
with values as a moral basis of human existence, including ideas about good and evil, harm
and benefit, good and misfortune is considered; it is shown that ideas about the beautiful,
high and low, truth, good, etc. are the content of the value component of worldview. The
problem of the necessity of self-consciousness protection and human worldview protection
from the distorting influence of the new reality in the digital world is formulated. The risks
of changes in self-consciousness and worldview, manifested in the violation of its ecology
and integrity, the loss of the function of moral regulation, are revealed.

The problems requiring special research are formulated, such as: human attitude to re-
ality in the conditions of changing worldview; the possibility of preserving the founda-
tions of worldview, its content, structure, role in human activity in changing conditions; the
possibility of realistic representation of phenomena of reality and adequate connection of
worldview with the practice of human life.

Meaning as a projection of the representation of the primordial
image according to the doctrine of I. V. Kireyevsky:
historical and psychological aspect

Abstract. The result of the achievements of Russian psychologists in the study of the se-
mantic sphere of personality is not only the creation of new theories — the semantic model of
personality (D. A. Leontiev), the semantic theory of consciousness (Yu. A. Agafonov), etc.
but also the formulation of new questions, the answers to which require research involving
new theoretical and empirical material. The appeal to historical experience leads to the en-
richment of the methodological field of scientific research and an increase in the range of
possibilities for solving the problems of modern psychological science. The understanding
of “meaning”, characteristic of the creative legacy of the outstanding thinker, the creator of
Russian religious philosophy I. V. Kireevsky (1806—1856), largely meets the modern intel-
lectual and moral demand, anticipates the formulation of various aspects of this problem
in the theories of domestic scientists, phenomenology and existentialism and has a unique
arsenal of theoretical and methodological ideas. Kireevsky reveals the meaning both as an
ontological characteristic of being itself, and as an element constituting consciousness, and
as a way in which God's real world opens up to human consciousness, and as a fact of psy-
chology having a spiritual nature, and as an internal foundation that ensures the cognitive
integrity of the phenomenon. The methodological dominant of the philosophical and psy-
chological consideration of the proposed problem belongs to the meta-level in his teaching
and is due to a deep awareness of the meaning-forming role of the idea of the Holy Trinity.
The article for the first time indicates the semantic connection of Kireevsky's ideas with the
philosophical and psychological teaching of G. I. Chelpanov in terms of the provisions on
the conditionality of our subjective constructions by the properties of consciousness and the
qualities of the transcendental basis, acting as an objective correlate of our ideas (1906), and
the theory of A. F. Losev about the immediate reality of experiencing objective meaning as
the primary element of human psychology (1914).

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Motives for choosing a medical profession among modern students

Abstract. The medical specialty is distinguished by a special status, great responsibility
and pronounced humanism of activity. The doctor is entrusted with the life and health of cit-
izens. In this regard, the applicant's personal qualities and value orientations are important.
The motives for choosing the profession of a doctor by modern young people are of scien-
tific and practical interest. The purpose of the study was to study the motives for choosing
the profession of a doctor among students of the 1st and 5th—6th courses of a medical uni-
versity, their dynamics. The subjects were offered a questionnaire including statements with
a list of motives for choosing a medical profession. Among the respondents were first-year
students and students of 5—6 courses, a total of 120 people. It was revealed that humanistic
motivation prevails among students of both the first and final courses. It is also attracted by
the high social importance of the medical profession, the opportunity to earn the trust and
respect of people, as well as the desire to get to know the world of people better. The exter-
nal and internal motives are highlighted. External motives included the desire to get higher
education, the desire for independence, and others. Internal motives: the desire for self-ac-
tualization, interest in medicine, natural sciences, the desire to discover something new and
others. The difference between freshmen and graduates was found, for example, external
motives and motives of self-actualization are higher among graduates, whereas altruistic
motives are higher among freshmen. Financial interest is also higher among graduates.
Most of the respondents plan to work in their specialty, 5—6 % do not plan to work in their
specialty, which needs additional analysis. The motivations for choosing a medical profes-
sion should generally be considered satisfactory. The humanistic motivation for choosing
a profession prevails, and all other motivations complement and reveal it, as well as help
in choosing a medical profession. There is a lack of awareness among applicants about the
profession of a doctor. It is necessary to involve graduates in real interactions with the med-
ical world so that they get the right idea about the medical profession, and their motivations
become even more conscious.

The risk of eating disorders in adolescent girls in the context
of parenting practices

Abstract. The article is devoted to the study of the relationship between the charac-
teristics of parental education and the risk of developing eating disorders. It provides in-
formation on the relevance and main theoretical aspects of this issue. The results of the-
oretical and empirical studies on the influence of intra-family relations on the formation
of deviant eating behaviors are presented. An empirical study was conducted to identi-
fy the relationship between of the features of parental education, as perceived by teenage
girls, and the severity of their risk of developing various eating disorders and satisfaction
with their own bodies. The study included 60 teenage girls aged 14—16. Psychodiagnos-
tic methods were used to conduct the study: 1) The Dutch eating behavior questionnaire
(T. Strien); 2) The methodology of E. Schaefer “Teenagers about parents” (adapted by the
staff of the Laboratory of Clinical Psychology of the V. M. Bekhterev Institute L. I. Was-
serman, I. A. Gorkova, E. E. Romitsina); 3) Questionnaire of the image of one's own body
(O. A. Skugarevsky and S. V. Sivukha). To ensure the reliability of our conclusions, we
used the Kolmogorov-Smirnov test, the Spearman correlation coefficient, and factor anal-
ysis. The results of our study showed that features of maternal parenting are more closely
related to restrictive eating behaviors (such as directionality, hostility, and inconsistency),
while features of paternal parenting are related to emotional and external aspects of eating
behavior (such as positive interest, intimacy, and a negative correlation with hostility). Ad-
ditionally, we found that the more a mother expresses psychological acceptance towards
their child, is interested in their life, and seeks to provide help when requested, the higher
their child's satisfaction with their own body image. Conversely, the more a mother uses
strict punishments and control, expresses an inability to consider her daughter's opinions,
and distances herself from the family (primarily children), the less positively a teenage girl
will perceive her body. Otherwise, the relationship between a teenage girl's satisfaction
with her physical appearance and her father's parenting style is presented: a teenage girl
feels good about herself (is satisfied with her body) if her father accepts his daughter, shows
love and respect, and if he is fenced off from family problems and ignores his daughter.
Dissatisfaction with one's body is linked to restrictive and emotional eating behavior. The
most significant factors influencing the development of an eating disorder are the parental
attitudes “accepting mother” and “rejecting father”, “accepting father”.

The problem of developing professional competence of psychology
students in the modern world

psychology students is due to the need to train qualified specialists who meet the demands
of a dynamically developing society, in conditions of increasing demand for psychological
services. The article analyzes the conditions of formation of professional future of a mod-
ern student. The specific factors of adaptation of students of psychological faculties are
systematized. The evolution of representations about professional competence in the course
of historical development of psychological science in domestic and foreign literature is
considered. Classifications of types of professional competence, their peculiarities and sig-
nificance for future specialists are given. The factors influencing the professional formation
of future psychologists (personal qualities, educational environment, practical experience,
professional motivation, reflection, mentoring, ethical principles, interdisciplinary inter-
action), as well as a number of conditions that should be created in the process of training
specialists that meet the needs of modern society (interconnection of disciplines, orientation
on the realization of professional potential, imitation of practice, built communications be-
tween the participants of the educational process, formation of the professional competence
of future psychologists) are highlighted. In conclusion, it is noted that the main components
of successful professional activity are comprehensive professional knowledge, necessary
practical skills, skills and personal qualities significant for the activity. This combination
is the result of systematic basic training of a specialist, continuous improvement of pro-
fessional competencies and manifestation of personal readiness of a person to effectively
perform their job and professional duties. The conclusion is made about the importance of
the formation of professional competence, at the stage of mastering the specialty as a pri-
ority task of modern research, through the creation of programs to support the professional
and personal development of specialists in order to meet the demand of modern society in
highly qualified personnel.

Forms and methods of psychological and pedagogical work
on the development of historical memory in the education system

Abstract. The article examines current problems of the development of historical mem-
ory in education in conditions of a gap between the past and the present in the cultural
and historical context of training and education, gaps in historical and cultural interaction
between generations. The state of the modern educational and generally socio-cultural en-
vironment is shown, which, by focusing children and youth on consumption, can form
simplified, superficial ideas about the world, past and present, which do not actualize the
motivation for learning and understanding the history of their lives, their family, country,
culture.

The purpose of the article is to theoretically substantiate the need for the development
of historical memory through the creation of an education system focused on psychological
and pedagogical work in the field of spiritual and moral development of youth on the basis
of norms and values historically developed and accepted in Russian society, in accordance
with the interests of the state for the integration of patriotism and citizenship in the Russian
Federation. The achievement of this goal is hampered by destructive phenomena aimed at
destroying the national identity of the peoples of the Russian Federation by states unfriend-
ly to Russia using “hybrid war” technologies. It is shown that the solution to these problems
is possible on the basis of the translation of cultural and historical experience by various
social institutions on the principles of cultural and historical development, in combination
with approaches in the context of the subject-activity and cultural-historical approaches,
personality theory, developed in domestic psychology and pedagogy.

The place of historical memory in the consciousness and memory of the individual is
shown. Forms and methods for the development of historical memory are proposed, and
the psychological mechanisms of its development are described. The results of an empirical
study of historical memory are presented. The need to improve the processes of training
and education of Russian citizens, forms and methods of developing historical memory in
educational activities is substantiated. Attention is focused on the personality and activities
of the pedagogical worker in accordance with the tasks of developing historical memory.

In conclusion, conclusions are drawn about the need to study the possibilities of devel-
oping students’ interest in the historical and cultural areas of knowledge of Russian state-
hood, and to develop forms and methods for developing historical memory.
