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Abstract. The aim of the article is to identify the specifics of the psychological profile
of aggressive adolescents. The article focuses on the fact that socio-cultural features of
modern life, the active introduction of digital technologies and the dominance of virtual
environment in combination with ontogenetic features of adolescence cause an increased
risk of forming maladaptive forms ofbehaviour, in particular, manifestations of cruelty, acts
of vandalism and violence against peers and adults.

In modern psychological science, aggression is treated as abipolar construct. Inthe con-
text of normal functioning, aggression is seen as a component of activity and adaptive ca-
pabilities of the personality. Nevertheless, both excessive and insufficient manifestation of
this quality is associated with negative consequences for the individual. Modern researchers
define aggressiveness as a personality trait manifested in readiness for aggressive actions
and the tendency to interpret the behaviour of others as hostile. Theoretical analysis of
research allowed us to formulate a hypothesis, which consists in the assumption that there
are psychological features that characterise aggressive adolescents, namely: negativity of
“self-concept”, deformed system of meaning and life orientations, low level of develop-
ment of emotional intelligence and social competence.

The article presents the results of an empirical study aimed at identifying the psycho-
logical characteristics of aggressive adolescents. For this purpose the following methods
were used: Bass-Darkey aggression level questionnaire, E. Pierce, D. Harris “self-concept”
scale adapted by A. M. Prikhozhan, A. M. Prikhozhan social competence scale, M. A. Man-
oilova emotional intelligence diagnostic technique (MEI), D. A. Leontiev meaning-life ori-
entations test. To determine the reliability of the obtained results of the study we used the
method of mathematical processing of the results - Student's t-criterion, which is aimed at
assessing the differences between the mean values of two independent samples.

The data obtained in the course of the empirical study made it possible to identify a gen-
eralised psychological profile of aggressive adolescents. It is emphasised that socio-psy-
chological support for aggressive adolescents should not focus only on the safe release of
aggression (catharsis), but should be aimed at the formation of a positive “self-concept”,
the development of communication skills, overcoming social isolation, the development
of emotional intelligence, the ability to see and understand other people, the formation of
value and meaning sphere.
